| love Waupun, and we are fortunate to have a few things that make us extra special!l We are next to the Horicon
Marsh, often referred to as the “Everglades of the North”. We have the best drinking water in the state! We have
three prisons, with a long history of infamous residents, and we have seven outdoor sculptures that were gifted to
us by Clarence Shaler. The most famous being the world renowned “End of the Trail.”

| believe Waupun should embrace our heritage, as both “Wisconsin’s City of Sculptures” and “Prison City.” Why?
Because it's who we are! Let’s be Waupun, and let’s be loud and proud of who we are!

The Waupun Historical Society recently opened an exhibit on the history of corrections in Waupun, and | highly
recommend checking it out. Waupun is home to the oldest and still one of the largest prisons in our state! The
prison isn’t some ugly building out in the country. It’s a beautiful building located right in the middle of our City. It
makes us unique.

Same with our sculptures. Waupun has more outdoor sculptures per capita than any other city in North America,
and while the End of the Trail is obviously the most recognizable and famous, the other Shaler sculptures tell
powerful messages, too. Waupun has been the proud home of the End of the Trail since 1929. This is why the
world-famous statue is displayed on our police officers’ sleeves, and pictures of it hang in offices, shops,
restaurants, and public spaces all around Waupun. It's on our city flag as well as the new bike racks that have been
installed downtown. A banner of it hangs in the Chamber’s window and there’s even a “City of Sculptures” souvenir
stand located at That Mom Creations, LLC.

The End of the Trail is a beautiful and powerful sculpture, and for that reason Waupun is right to honor it, and yes,

that does bring visitors to our city. That’s a good thing because while those visitors may come to see one sculpture,
they often end up checking out all of them, along with the prison, and hopefully do a little shopping or dining while
here.

That is good for Waupun. For all those reasons, and more, I’'m asking the Council for permission to update our nice
new wayfinding signs with a silhouette of the End of the Trail along with “City of Sculpture” or “Wisconsin’s
Sculpture City” written around it. The cost is about $2,000 and I've offered to pay for this myself. Several folks
have reached out and offered to help me pay for this as well and | greatly appreciate it! Donations can be made to
the city with “End of the Trail” on the memo line or to me personally to help offset my cost. If I'm fortunate
enough to raise more than enough money, the extra will go towards new “Welcome to Waupun” signs that are
needed.
